What’s provided 
Ø All snorkelling equipment (mask, snorkel, wetsuit, fins) – you are welcome to bring 

your own – it just needs to be fit for purpose.  
Ø A guide per group of 4 – your guide will have a torch 
Ø A glow stick per participant 
Ø A safety kayaker and designated shore person 

 
What you need to bring 

Ø Togs 
Ø Towel 
Ø Change of warm clothes  
Ø Land torch for navigating the carpark 
Ø Underwater torch (optional if you want to personally have one) 

 
Please do not 

Ø Consume any alcohol or drugs prior to the night snorkel – EMR reserves the right to 
remove you from the activity if you are under the influence. 

Ø Bring a full face mask – we don’t allow them under our SOP for safety reasons.
